TOURNAMENT RULES
Sat., July 10, 2010 @ 7:00 a.m. pick up Tournament bag at marina ----

(Northbound boats approach & collect registration package on east side of official’s boat.  Southbound boats approach & collect registration package on west side of official’s boat located on ICW in front of marina.)  This is not a shotgun start.  Capt’s. Meeting for details, Fri., July 9th @ 7:30 p.m. 
Official Start Time:  7:30 a.m.     Weigh-In Deadline:  4:30 p.m.

All fish to be weighed after 4:00 p.m. shall be dropped off @ official’s boat.

Boats must be at Turtle Creek returning northbound and Turtle Gut returning southbound by 4:30 p.m. to qualify.

Weigh-In bags will be given to each boat.  Bag will contain one large display number and one small number.  Large number for boat identification, small number for Weigh-In bag identification.  Three black tags attach to three heaviest flounder.  One white tag attach to single heaviest flounder.

Blue tags for children entrants.  Child angler is 15 years or younger.

Pink tags for women entrants.

Bluefish, Weakfish, and Stripers will not be tagged.  All fish to be entered must be bagged and tagged before returning to marina.  

Heaviest flounder can be used in one category only.

One team member from each boat must be present at weigh-in.

One rod per angler per boat.  All boats participating are limited to 4 crew members, fishing or not.
No mutilated fish will be weighed in
In event of identical weights all prizes will be split equally.

Any violation of the Tournament Rules as stated shall constitute grounds for disqualification.  Judges shall rule on any violation and their decision is final.

Tournament Registration must be plainly displayed at all times.

Four dinner passes per boat given out at Capt’s Meeting.  Includes Award Ceremony, BBQ, Soda, Beer, & Entertainment.  $25.00 for guest dinner passes available.
